The Incentive Grant Program is designed to assist businesses in the Main Street District by providing them with funds to use for signs for their building. The grant program pays up to $250.00 per sign per business. 

 

Since 1989, Hill Country Court Appointed Special Advocates (CASA) has trained volunteers from all walks of life, ages and ethnic groups to act as court-appointed advocates for children involved in the judicial process. CASA's primary mandate is to provide advocacy for abused and neglected children who have been removed from their homes and who are in state conservatorship.  
 
As trained advocates, CASA volunteers are appointed by judges to be a voice for these children in Court.  CASA volunteers are ordinary people who are committed to doing what is best for a child. CASA volunteers serve as the Court's eyes and ears to give the judge information that will help decide whether a child should stay with parents, be placed with relatives, or be freed for permanent adoption. In an over-burdened social system, CASA volunteers make perhaps the single greatest difference in the life of a child affected by abuse or neglect.
